MARRON REMINDER FOR ISLAND RESIDENTS
Agriculture, Food and Fisheries Minister, Paul Holloway, today reminded fishers and other residents of Kangaroo Island about the rules applying to catching and keeping marron in South Australia.

“Marron tend to be on the move at this time of the year and with the usual influx of visitors to the Island over the holiday season, it’s timely to remind everyone that marron is an exotic species.

“As a result, if you catch a marron, it’s an offence to return it to the water.  It is also an offence to relocate marron from one site to another.”

“Recreational fishers are allowed to catch marron using specific gear, such as yabbie pots (including Opera House nets), hoop nets or drop nets. 

“ More information regarding the use of this gear is available from PIRSA Fishwatch or from the PIRSA web site www.pir.sa.gov.au/fishing,” Mr Holloway said.

“It’s an offence to take marron from the wild for sale or to keep marron taken from the wild without the appropriate permit.  Fines of up to $5,000 may apply for these types of offences.”

“It’s also illegal for farmers to take marron for aquaculture purposes from a river traversing their property.  To do this they need a special exemption, irrespective of any permits or licences they hold with respect to their aquaculture operation.  Application can be made, in writing, to the Director of Fisheries.”
