Fisheries Officers on lookout for multi-tripping

PIRSA Fishwatch Officers in the Spencer Gulf region will continue to be on the look out for fishers multi-tripping following the issuing of a number of expiation notices recently.

Multi-tripping is where recreational fishers go out a second time within a twenty four hour period after catching their bag limit of a species of fish.

Regulations state that a bag or boat limit applies for the 24-hour period midnight to midnight.  As a result, once a recreational fisher catches their bag limit of a particular species of fish, they are not entitled to fish for that species again until after midnight on that day. 

PIRSA Fishwatch Manager Compliance Operations Paul Tatarelli said Whyalla Fisheries Officers have received a number of calls reporting multi-tripping and as a result, have issued 2 expiation notices over the last 24 hour period.

“Bag and boat limits are designed to enable fishers to catch a fair feed of fish and at the same time ensure fish stocks are not over exploited.

“Fisheries Officers will continue to be on the look-out for this type of offence and I encourage anyone who suspects this type of illegal fishing to report details to the Duty Officer via the 24 hour Fishwatch telephone number,” Mr Tatarelli said.
