Rock lobster season drawing to a close

Primary Industries and Resources SA (PIRSA) Fishwatch has issued a reminder to South Australian fishers that the southern zone rock lobster season is about to close.

The southern zone, from longitude 1390 0’ 4.80” east (near the mouth of the River Murray) to the Victorian border, will close at 6 pm on Wednesday 30 April 2003.

PIRSA Fishwatch Regional Manger East, Pat Gallagher, reminds recreational fishers that all pots should be removed from the water prior to this closure coming into effect.  

"If there are any circumstances that will result in pots being in the water after these dates, fishers should contact the Duty Officer via the 24 hour Fishwatch telephone service on 1800 065 522,” Mr Gallagher said.  

“This should be done prior to the end of the season.
