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PORT VICTORIA BREAKWATER TO BE EXTENDED

The breakwater adjacent the Port Victoria boat ramp will be extended 20 metres thanks to State Government funding. 

Transport Minister, Michael Wright has approved $26,000 funding from the Government’s Recreational Boating Facilities Levy Fund following a funding application from the District Council of Yorke Peninsula.

The funding application, assessed by the South Australian Boating Advisory Committee, is for the construction of a breakwater to protect the new ramp from sea swells that severely affect launching and retrieval operations at Port Victoria.

This project will complete the upgrade of Port Victoria Ramp to a safe all weather all / tidal facility in a very strategic position on the western coast of Yorke Peninsula

“Well-maintained and safe boating facilities for recreational users across the State are important, and this program demonstrates the Governments commitment to ensuring our State’s facilities are suitable and up to standard,” Mr Wright says.

The Recreational Boating Facilities Levy Fund is financed by a $26/year levy on all registered recreational vessels, supplemented by an annual State Government allocation of $250,000.

Every dollar received from the levy goes towards establishing, improving and maintaining recreational boating facilities in SA coastal and inland waters.

The State Government and local councils jointly fund projects under the Recreational Boating Facilities Levy Fund, which means overall funding for these projects is in excess of $2 million per annum.
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
