The King George whiting decision by Minister McEwen and the Labor Party Cabinet last week has betrayed recreational anglers in an attempt to prop up an inefficient and ailing commercial  fishery. 

The damage is not being done by recreational anglers but by the massive and indiscriminate haul nets of a handful of commercial netters who take everything in their path.

Until this Government bans all netting in the Gulf of St Vincent, King George whiting stocks will have no chance of recovery.

We need to send a strong and loud message that these nets must go.

Enclosed is a petition which we will present on your behalf to make this happen.  Please take the time to collect signatures from your family, neighbours, friends and workmates.

The Government is hoping that our anger at the whiting decision will blow over and the situation returns to normal except that the netters will then have a bigger share of the resource.

This must not happen.
